N1: The “Today’s Special” board is important. It can help people decide what kind of coffee they 26 

want to drink. 27 

N2: Or maybe the coffee shop has too much of one kind of coffee.  28 

N3: They can get more people to buy it by putting that coffee on the “Today’s Special” board. 29 

BC: OH! I know just the thing.  30 

N1: Just after the “bad cop” put the “Today’s Special” board on the wall, a man walked into the 31 

coffee shop. And stands behind the “bad cop”.  32 

N2: I will now be a coffee shop guest. 33 
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GC: What can I get for you? 34 

N2: Oh, you can help this man. He was here first. 35 

BC: I’m still thinking about what I want. You can order first. 36 

N2: Can’t decide on what to get? You can always look at the “Today’s Special” sign. 37 

BC: I don’t need help making decisions. I’m a businessman. 38 

N2: Oh really? 39

N1: So the guest looks at the menu and then looks at the “Today’s Special” board.  49

GC: What’s that? 51 

N2: A double shot latte with extra foam and cinnamon on top. 52
